Midwife of the Year Guidelines

The ACM NSW Branch Midwife of the Year is a peer nominated award that enables midwives to nominate midwives whom they feel have contributed to and enhanced the progression of midwifery. It is a wonderful opportunity to put forward a midwife who may not be as prominent as others but is helping midwifery in a special way. This may be at a local level or further afield. 

The award is sponsored by Huggies and a prize is awarded to the recipient.

Call for nominations

Call for nominations is to be published in December Midwifery Matters the year before the nomination closing date. Nominations are to close two months (5th March) prior to International Midwives Day (5th May) of that year. 

Selection criteria for The Midwife of the Year;

· Currently authorised to practise midwifery

· Member of the Australian College of Midwives NSW Branch Inc

· Has raised the profile of midwifery in the community

· Has influenced the practice of midwives and the development of the profession in a positive way

· Is committed to supporting birthing women and their families.

Midwives are required to address the selection criteria when nominating a peer and complete the nomination form and template (available on our website: www.nswmidwives.com.au ). Nominations are to be limited to approximately 250 words. 

Committee Selection Criteria

A committee of five people shall select the ACM NSW Branch Midwife of the Year.

The committee shall consist of:

·  President of ACM NSW Branch or her nominee (This person will act as chair of committee)
·  a midwife currently working in clinical practice

·  a midwife currently working in education

·  a midwife currently working in management
·  a woman who has experienced care from a midwife in the preceding twelve (12)      months.
NOTE: None of the midwives may be current members of the Executive 


Committee with the exception of the President, or her nominee.
The committee will meet at a time convenient close to the closing date for nominations and well before International Midwives Day (5th May) to decide on the recipient of the award. The committee’s decision will be final. 
Notification of the award

Recipients are to be announced as part of the International Midwives Day celebrations. The chair of the committee shall notify all nominees and recipients of the outcome before the official announcement. 
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
